-HACH wants to do a 3 day course (can do Tues/Wed/Thurs)

-No spillage – can hold in a carpeted facility

-Usually hold training sessions in Lansing/Kalamazoo WWTP/Ypsilanti

-30 people/session is what HACH can accommodate – 20 may be a better size
-Would like to only cover reportable EPA approved methods

-Maybe grant money available to help sponsor the training with HACH, although Jerry is not aware of any at this time.
-After some rudimentary monetary calculations, partnering with HACH may not be feasible unless we are sure we can fill the classes.  We do not want to lose money.

-We will put the training on hold until we create a survey and submit to MWEA for distribution to gauge interest (electronic survey and survey at 2010 seminar)
